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6.3 CAQ Rating Fees (Garvin) 

 
CAQ: $1.00 per game for classical events 
Club weekly tournaments are not charged CAQ fees 
 
ACF fees: 
All classical events $1.00 per game 
Rapid: .35c per game  
Blitz: .15c per game 
 
Queensland Championship/Title tournaments: 
CAQ pays all fees with none charged to organiser. 
 
The main change is ACF fees for all classical events. 

CAQ fees currently capped at $5 per 5 games and is $1 per person per game 

Donna advised the current setup is really time consuming for invoicing. 

We need to make this easy to calculate the fees.

ACF to get approved for FIDE Rating without needing approval from CAQ.

A tournament has to be ACF rated to be FIDE rated. 

 

CAQ endorsement means that it will go up on the website and assist with promotion if 

necessary. 
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The Brisbane Chess Club feels that this tournament will affect their tournament. 

 

Bec has spoken to Henry. UQ including Shaun asked him to move his date so they didn’t clash
