COUNCIL MEETING
MINUTES

  Held at 3 Didsbury Street, East Brisbane 

at 5:30pm on Sunday, 11 September 2016
The Chairman declared the meeting open at 5:43pm.

Present: Mark Stokes (Chairman), Jim Rogers, Michael D’Arcy, Gail Young, and Allan Menham (via phone).  Apologies from Andrew FitzPatrick, Heather Richards, and Matt Gilpin.
ITEM 1 – ACCEPTANCE OF THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS COUNCIL MEETING

Moved by Mark Stokes, seconded by Gail Young, that the minutes of the previous meeting be accepted (with an amendment to show the minutes being signed by the Chairman).  Passed unanimously.

ITEM 3 – REPORTS

3.1    Chairman’s report

The Chairman gave a report covering recent developments in Queensland chess - a copy of the report is attached.

Treasurer’s report
The Treasurer tabled a report showing CAQ held cash in bank deposits totalling $64,131.26 as at 11 September 2016. The surplus for the first eleven months (to 31 August 2016) of the financial year was $2,397.64. The report attached a list of payments made by cheque in the period 1 May to 11 September 2016. A copy of the report is attached.

Moved by Jim Rogers, seconded by Michael D’Arcy that the Treasurer’s report be accepted and the payments approved. Passed unanimously.

Membership report
The Membership Secretary tabled a report showing 511 current CAQ members for 2016.  Two small changes have been made to this report:  the affiliation numbers have been removed, and the area referred to by “Greater Brisbane” is now “South-East Queensland”.  It was also noted that associate members comprise 25% of the current CAQ membership.
Moved by Gail Young, seconded by Michael D’Arcy, that the membership report be accepted. Passed unanimously.

The President recently received a letter from Mr. Scott Dullaway, requesting CAQ assistance in the running of an Oceania Youths’ Championship for 2016.  This matter was discussed under General Business.

ITEM 6 – GENERAL BUSINESS
6.1
2016 Queensland Teams Championship discussion.
The President advised that he will be unable to organise the 2016 Teams Championship.  The Secretary offered to follow up alternate organisers and venues, and report at the next meeting.

Revision of register of CAQ members on the ACF list of Queenslanders who can vote on behalf of the CAQ
The updated list will be submitted to the Council this week.  All members under the age of 18 will be removed from the list.  All members on the updated list will be contacted to advise them of their presence on the list.

2017 Queensland Open 
The President advised that the Toowoomba Chess Club has accepted the weekend of 18-19 March 2017 to run the 2017 Queensland Open. 
6.4
Update on the 2017 Australian Open and 2017 Australian Junior Championships
In the Tournament Officer’s absence, the Secretary presented a brief report.  Churchie is due to sign a Memorandum of Understanding for both tournaments this week.  Accommodation will likely not be available at the school during the Junior Championships, due to the proximity to the start of the school year.  Websites for both tournaments have been completed, and are ready to be launched.

Keepsake for GM David Smerdon
The Council discussed the President’s suggestion to arrange a small gift for GM David Smerdon to recognise his recent Olympiad draw with World Champion Magnus Carlsen.  The present councilors agreed that an engraved pen would be a suitable gift, and the Treasurer agreed to attend to this.  The Council also noted that Moulthun Ly has satisfied the requirements for the GM title, and the Secretary agreed to write a letter of congratulations.

Oceania Youth Championships
The Council discussed the proposal from Scott Dullaway to run the Inaugural Oceania Youth & Cadets Chess Championship in Brisbane in December 2016. Whilst expressing support in principle for such an event, Council decided not to proceed with Scott’s current proposal to hold the event this year. Based on its experience with events of this kind, Council were strongly of the view that, in the short time remaining, it was most unlikely that all the necessary arrangements could be put in place to guarantee a successful tournament in December.  Council also noted that, at this time, the CAQ was fully committed to organising  the 2017 Australian Open Championship and Australian Junior Championships, which are also due to start in December. It was agreed that the Secretary write to Scott to advise him of Council’s decision. In light of his interest in promoting junior chess in Queensland, it was also agreed to invite Scott to attend the next Council meeting.
