Conditions of Entry:

3) Foreign players without a FIDE id number will not be accepted.  Foreign players will need to obtain a FIDE 
id number from their National Federation and advise that number prior to their entry being accepted.

Australian Citizens & Permanent residents without FIDE id numbers will need to provide a date of birth 
prior to the start of the event or their entry will not be accepted.
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
